Create a bingo card by putting one trait in each block of a bingo card
handout. There are many places online where you can type in your traits
and print your own customized cards or you can create your own using
Microsoft Word.

ACTIVITY

Pass out the card.

. The leader begins by announcing, “We are going to play a getting to

know you bingo game. For each square, write down the name of one
person who fits the trait. To get bingo, you must completely fill the card”

Once the game is over, identify the people who have each trait. For the
more interesting traits, have that person share his or her story.
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
